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Community citizenship refers to the possession by members of a community of a range of social and cultural rights and responsibilities by virtue of their membership of that community and as a distinct element of their national citizenship rights. This paper deals with 'community as ethnos': viz. a cultural community that manifests itself most clearly in minority ethnic and/or religious groups.

· Criteria for the effective introduction of community citizenship are discussed in relation the notion of social quality, with particular regard to its elements of community empowerment and social cohesion, along with social inclusion and socio-economic security.

Prototypes of community citizenship are introduced as follows: 

· full community citizenship which is non-homogeneous and non-hierarchical within a heterogeneous, non-hierarchical society

· partial, undifferentiated community citizenship which provides full formal citizenship without full membership of society in a heterogeneous and hierarchical society

· partial, differentiated community citizenship ("ethnic citizenship") which provides liberal citizenship for the socially excluded and republican citizenship for the socially included

· "discriminated citizenship" where notional formal access to national citizenship is granted to members of all communities but is negated by institutional discrimination [i.e. where community citizenship is needed but not provided] 
It is argued that steps taken to enhance the empowerment and social cohesion of communities in the last category above can, with the consent of national government, lead to the institution of at least partial community citizenship.
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
